Kenny lean towards early Punk and Glam, and along with Drummer Jason cite the NWOBHM as influences.

This was recorded by Jonathan Plum at iconic London Bridge in Seattle, their first release Satellite Highway was
mixed by Phil Soussan, of Ozzy fame.

Baby and the Nobodies have played all along the west coast including the Bite of Seattle, Stateline Music Festival
in Idaho, the Hawthorne Theater in Oregon, and the Viper Room in Hollywood.
